· Airport Transportation
Conference attendees will be met at the airport by the organizing staff. Transportation between the airport and Sichuan Hotel and the conference venue ( Jinniu Hotel) will be arranged by the organizer. 
· Suggested city tour spots
· Jinsha Site Museum 金沙遗址博物馆is built to protect, study and display the archaeological finds of Jinsha Site, which was discovered by archaeologists in February 2001. Covering an area of about five square kilometers (1,236 acres), Jinsha Site probably dates back to about 3,000 years ago, the time from the late Shang Dynasty(17th-11th century BC) to the early Spring and Autumn Period (770 BC-476 BC). It is the core of Shang and Zhou Dynasty (17th century BC-221 BC) and the second ancient city of Shu State found only after the Three-Star Piles Museum. Altogether 63 sacrificial spots, 6,000 pieces of precious relics, over 70 building spots and 3 centralized cemeteries were unearthed here.
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· Chengdu Research Base for Giant Panda Breeding 大熊猫基地
Chengdu Research Base for Giant Panda Breeding is located at the foot of Futou Mountain in the north suburbs of Chengdu, about 15 kilometers from the urban district. It’s operated by a non-profit organization specializing in research, breeding, protection, education and tourism in support of endangered wildlife. The base recreates the pandas’ natural environment and provides 96% green forest coverage. It is built as a habitat for pandas and many other rare wild animals to live and breed. Many endangered species including giant pandas, lesser pandas, black-necked cranes and white cranes are raised here in captivity year round.
Location:  NO.1375, Panda Street, north suburbs of Chengdu

· Jinli Ancient Street锦里
· Jinli Ancient Street was restored and rebuilt starting at the Museum of the Temple of the Marquis, and is now a famous commercial walking street in Chengdu. This street highlights “the culture of the Three Kingdoms”, and there are many well planned ancient houses in the style of the late Qing Dynasty and early republican period in China. Jinli Ancient Street has four zones including the pub zone, the Sichuan food zone, the hotel zone and the featured artwork zone. It's known as one of “the ten commercial walking streets in cities of China”, among equally famous places such as Wangfujing Street in Beijing, Jianghan Road in Wuhan, Jiefangbei Street in Chongqing and Heping Road in Tianjin. It's also called “the Number 1 Street in south China” and “the Riverside Scene during the Qingming Festival in Chengdu”.

· Location: Besides Wuhouci Street, south gate of Chengdu

· Du Fu’s Thatched Cottage  杜甫草堂
· Du Fu's Thatched Cottage is located adjacent to Wanhuaxi in Chengdu, and is the house where Du Fu resided in Chengdu many years ago. It was rebuilt and preserved and is now called the Museum of Du Fu's Thatched Cottage in Chengdu. It serves as a memorial for Du Fu, a great realistic poet in the Tang Dynasty. In the winter of 759 AD, Du Fu came to Chengdu with his family because of the “Rebellion of An and Shi”, and built a thatched cottage to live in, called the “Thatched Cottage of Chengdu”. Du Fu lived here for about four years, and wrote many poems, more than 240 of which have endured until the present day.
· Location: NO.38, Qinghua Road, Chengdu

· Kuan and Zhai Alleys 宽窄巷
· Kuan and Zhai Alleys are typical examples of ancient streets during the Qing Dynasty in Chengdu, and have been named as one of three preserved historical sites in Chengdu, along with Daci Temple and Wenshu Temple. In the 57th year of the Kangxi era (1718 AD), Zhungeer invaded Tibet. The government of the Qing Dynasty sent 3,000 troops to suppress the rebellion, and left more than 1,000 soldiers in Chengdu and built a city for the Man nationality called Shao City. The solders of Man and Meng nationalities could not leave this city and did business without permission. They attended the martial convention held in the park (People's Park now) of Shao City every spring and autumn, and the outstanding contestants would get a bonus from the government. All that remains of Shao City today are the Kuan and Zhai Alleys. Kuan and Zhai Alleys have now become comprehensive cultural walking streets featuring tours, leisure activities and delicious food in great local surroundings with an authentic cultural atmosphere.

· Location:  West of Changshun Street and east of Tongren Road, Qingyang District, Chengdu
· The Dujiangyan irrigation project, 都江堰水利工程at the middle reaches of the West Chengdu plain’s Min River and west of the city of Dujiangyan, was undertaken in the 3rd century BC to divert the turbulent Min River and rechannel it into irrigation canals. Known as the oldest and solely preserved irrigation project in the world featuring the diversion without relying on dam, it still plays a pivotal role nowadays, greatly contributing to the reputation of the West Sichuan Plain, namely the ‘heavenlland’. 

Originating from North Sichuan’s alp, the Min, the comparatively big tributary at the upper reaches of Yangtze River, was subject to flooding at this point, yet when it subsided droughts could ensue. In the 51st year of Emperor Zhaoxiang in the Qin Dynasty, Li Bing, governor of the kingdom of Shu organized the project, in which a weir system was built to split the force of the river, and a trunk canal was cut through the Yulei mountain (east of the Min River) to irrigate the Chengdu plain, thus the mighty Min was tamed.
· Local Weather
In October, the weather in Chengdu is mild with temperature ranging between 25-15 C.
